Year of the Priest: St Blaise (died in early 4 ™ century)

On Wednesday, February 34, we will celebrate the feast day of the
bishop and martyr St. Blaise. The legend reported of his life is that he was
born of a noble family and raised Christian. He devoted the early years of
his life to philosophy and then became a physician. Because he witnessed the
miseries of life and the emptiness of material riches, he resolved to spend the
rest of his life in the service of God.

When the bishop of Sebaste Armenia died, Blaise was chosen to suc-
ceed him. He taught, preached and lived a virtuous life which was attested
by many miracles. Many came for bodily and spiritual cures. Soon a new
Christian persecution began and Blaise was seized, interrogated, scourged,
and sent to prison. While he was under custody, a mother brought her only
child dying of a throat disease and asked for his intercession. He offered up
his prayers and the child was cured. This is why St. Blaise is patron of throat
illnesses and throats are blessed on his feast day. He was finally beheaded on
orders of the governor.
