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 This has been the snowiest winter in years. It has 
been a hardship for many and has become a hardship for 
your parish.

With last Saturdayõs storm we have experienced a total snow removal cost 
of over $17,000. This is not including the snow event of Tuesday/Wednesday (Iõm writing 
this on Tuesday morning). Itõs understandable that so many people cannot make it to 
Mass and no one should put themselves in harmõs way if itõs not possible to attend Mass. 
Always use you best judgment. Safety is always first.  
 
 As you are aware, by looking at the amount each week of our Sunday collection, it 
is down from what we have budgeted. I would ask you to please consider helping to de-
fray the cost of snow removal and for the short f all in the Sunday collection.  
 
 One of the ways to help the parish to keep its budget is a consistent weekly contri-
bution. Please consider using PledgeConnect. Weõve been averaging about $1300 a 
week from PledgeConnect.

ACTS OF PENANCE FOR LENTACTS OF PENANCE FOR LENT  
 The Bishops of the United States prescribe, as minimal 
obligation, that all persons who are 14 years of age or older are 
bound to abstain from eating meat on Ash Wednesday, on all the 
Fridays of Lent and Good Friday. Further, all persons 18 years of 
age and older, up to and including their 59th birthday, are bound to 
fast by limiting themselves to a single meal on Ash Wednesday and 
on to Good Friday, while the other two meals on those days are to 
be light. 
 All faithful are encouraged, when possible, to participate at 
Mass and to receive the Holy Eucharist daily, to celebrate frequently 
the Sacrament of Penance, to undertake spiritual reading, espe-
cially the study of the Sacred Scriptures, and to participate in parish 
Lenten devotions as well as Lenten education programs. Adoration 
of the Blessed Sacrament is especially recommended. 
 All are encouraged to participate in ñOperation Rice Bowl,ò 
which has aided countless hungry persons here in the Archdiocese 
as well as throughout our nation and our world.

Year of the Priest: Saint Valentine 
 Valentine, a priest in Rome, assisted the martyrs in the persecution under Claudius II. Refusing to 

renounce his faith, he was beaten and beheaded on February 14th around 270. Archaeologists have uncov-

ered a Roman catacomb and an ancient church dedicated to Saint Valentine.  His first illustrated represen-

tation appeared in 1493.  Since he was caught marrying Christian couples and aiding Christians who were 

persecuted, he was imprisoned.  Claudius took a liking to this prisoner until Valentine tried to convert him. 

 Legends say he restored sight to the jailerôs blind daughter.  Another legend says he wrote a fare-

well note to the jailerôs daughter on the eve of his death, signing it ñFrom your Valentine.ò  He is the pa-

tron saint of engaged couples, happy marriages, and young people.  He is often pictured with birds and 

roses.  His feast day is February 14th.
