 This weekend those preparing to be ordained as Per-
manent Deacons are on retreat. As you are well aware, I 
oversee the Permanent Deaconate program for the Archdio-
cese. I was with them on Friday and Saturday of the retreat 
(thatôs why I was not at the 5:00pm Mass on Saturday). We 
have over 85 men in the Archdiocese studying to be Perma-
nent  Deacons. We at St. Cornelius have four men in the Per-
manent Deaconate program: Ron Lewis, married to Diane; 
Harry Morris, married to Joanne; and John Tudor, married to 
Nancy. All entering their 6th year of formation. If God wills 
they will be ordained this coming June. What a blessing to St. 
Cornelius to have three men ordained to be Deacons. Steve 
Santoleri, married to Carla, is entering into his 4th year of 
study. 

 I am grateful to the many men who have responded to the call of the church to 
serve as Christôs servant. I am also very grateful to their wives and families who sac-
rifice much as they prepare. In a typical week they are in class on Monday and 
Wednesday night and one Saturday a month, which takes them from their work and 
family responsibilities. 
 Beginning this Fall, there will be a change in the Permanent Deaconate pro-
gram. All new candidates who are being accepted will enter into a new program un-
der the auspices of St. Charles Seminary. A fourth division of St. Charles Seminary 
has been founded for Permanent Deacons, and their education formation will be un-
der this leadership. All those already enrolled in the program will continue with their 
current program.
